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Following are selected teachings 
from this course to be  offered in 
the Fall… 

The Psalms express a deep 
awareness of the grace of 
God. Every psalm writer is 
conscious that what he is, 
what he thinks and feels and 
believes, depends entirely on 
the God who has acted first in 
his life...Through Moses, God 
gave Israel the Law. This 
word is Torah in the Psalms, 
and means Teaching. But 
since it refers to God’s teach-
ing, it also naturally means 
Revelation, revelation of the 
mind and purpose of God. 
The psalmists are deeply 
grateful for all that God has 
called upon them to do and to 
be through Torah...The He-
brew word hesed is used in 
the OT to describe the content 
of the Lord’s Covenant, that 
which God is doing for Israel, 
and in and through Israel for 
the world. Translators have 
used up to 45 different Eng-
lish words to render this 
covenantal term... 
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We ought to realize before God that “spiritual” 
is not a thing, but the Lord Jesus Christ; not 
what we have, not what we can do, not what 
we can get, but only Christ. Except He become 
that “thing” in our lives, nothing else is of any 
spiritual worth. Christ is God’s everything. 

If what we have is merely a thing, we immedi-
ately touch death, because Christ is not in it. 
When we touch Christ, we touch life, since He 
is life. 

There are two sources of life for the children of 
God; one source yields things while the other 
source yields Christ. If your source is Knowl-
edge of the Tree of Good and Evil, you don’t 
need the cross; but if Christ is all in all, the 
Tree of life teaches you to cling to the cross.  
 

We see the cross when we allow the Lord to  
live in our lives so that He may be our things 
and show the world why we need the cross. 
We need to see that God’s grace is a Person. In 
the spiritual realm there is neither thing nor af-
fair, only Christ. The spiritual things in our 
lives, such as health, personal patience, love, 
power, gentleness, humility-God will destroy 
in us daily and daily He will build up Christ in 
us. 
 

On day all things - both things in the heavens 
and those upon the earth-shall be summed up 
in Christ. God has given His own Son to us; 
God has given Himself to us so that Christ 
must be all to us today. There should be no di-
vision between Christ and things. Nothing is 
spiritual, only Christ. He is all and in all. 
 

Bernice Ford (Course: Christ-Centered Life) 
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Sound the Trumpet in Zion...“Blow the ram’s horn trumpet in Zion! Trumpet 
the alarm on my holy mountain! Shake the country up!... (Joe 2:1 Message) 
The shofar was blown in remembrance of the ram that was sacrificed in place of 
Isaac (Gen. 22:13). Originally, two silver trumpets (replaced by the shofar) were 
blown to assemble the people to worship, to break camp in order to move on and as 
an alarm in preparation for battle.  As God spoke to the people and used trumpets in 
fighting their battles for them, the Jews began to call God the “horn of their salva-
tion”. To them, this meant that God was their deliverer who would fight their battles 
for them and save them from their enemies.

I was baptized in 1992, but the regeneration of the Holy Spirit did not occur until God posed the question and 
not until I got to the point where I was ready to surrender my life and accept God into my heart not just my 
intellect. God has given me a scripture for my life. Psalms 119:105 “Your word is a lamp unto my feet, a light 
unto my path.” I look at where I have come from and I know that He is faithful. 
 
I feel compelled to write to you because I care about you and I know you care about me. Like a friend, your 
reason for sharing with me is because you did  not want to hold any good thing back from me. But I already
