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Beginning with January 2006 
enrollment, the tuition will i n-
crease to $45 per semester credit 
hour. All of the courses are of-
fered at the 3 sch level, there-
fore each class will cost 
$135.00. All other fees remain 
the same. We have done our 
best to keep the costs affordable. 
Some services are provided 
"gratis" because we will not 
compromise in any area due to 
cost.  

A survey of comparable Dis-
tance Learning and Campus Bi-
ble Schools revealed costs rang-
ing from $45.00/sch (MITT) to 
$327/sch (Traditional Christian 
College). Even within our net-
work, the cost is $75/credit hour 
for undergraduate courses. Well , 
since we subscribe to Phil . 4:19, 
it's no longer a matter of eco-
nomics, but a matter of prioriti-
zation.  

Included in this issue of the 
Shofar is the schedule of classes 
starting in January 2006. Let 
God speak to your heart as the 
selection of classes and His pro-
visioning. Get others excited 
about MITT. The Staff and Ad-
ministration are anticipating a 
tremendous move of God in the 
lives of MITT students. “Cast 
not away therefore your confi-
dence, which hath great recom-
pence of reward.” (Heb 10:35) 
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Hesed is the Hebrew word used to describe the content of the Lord's Cove-
nant. Translators use up to 45 different English words, including: goodness, 
kindness, faithfulness, favor, lovingkindness, loyalty, mercy, righteousness, 
unchanging love to depict the attributes of our Covenant God.
